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Marina Place Condominiums, Dunedin FL
At Marina Place, multiple swingstages and a 80’ lift were used to pro-
vide stucco repair, caulking, and waterproofing services.  The exterior 
sheer walls were coated with an Elastomeric system, while the walkways 
received a high gloss acrylic coating.  CPS also provided rust-proofing 
services to all steel railing systems.

Sheraton Studio City, Orlando FL

This unique circular building offers a convenient location for vaca-
tioners to stay while visiting the many Orlando area theme parks and 
attractions.  CPS provided Kessler Enterprises Inc. a comprehensive 
interior renovation package to all 20 floors, which included extensive 
interior painting services.

Hampton Inn Amelia Island, 
Fernandina Beach FL

This property is located across from the 
marina in historic downtown Fernandina 
Beach, FL.  This building is only a few 
years old, yet required extensive work to 
weatherproof the structure.  CPS inspected 
and water tested the building in order to 
identify and correct the possible causes of 
moisture intrusion.  We applied a urethane 
coating system to the roof area parapet 
walls that tied into the roof flashing to stop 
all water from entering at the top of the 
structure.  CPS then repaired all build-
ing control joints and deteriorated stucco 
areas.  Next, we caulked the perimeters of 
all windows, doors, penetrations, and decorative EIFS detail banding before applying a weatherproof acrylic midcoat paint system.  
Finally CPS applied a multi-colored acrylic topcoat paint system that actually matches all the different colors of the local historic 
buildings nearby.



Ritz Carlton Resort and Country 
Club, Amelia Island FL
The Ritz Carlton Resort and Golf Club on 
Amelia Island is rated among the most 
prestigious resorts in Florida.  Due to its 
exposed location on the island and the 
extreme weather patterns that are prevalent 
in this part of the state, the property was 
in need of restoration and waterproofing to 
protect it from the continual water intru-
sion issues.  The work on this project was 
completed in conjunction with a nationally 
renowned waterproofing consulting firm.

  
The scope of work required multiple types 
of waterproofing details to address the many 
different problem areas.

All work was completed with the use of custom-
rigged swing stages that CPS built within the exist-
ing roof/soffit area of the building.  As part of this 
project, we also completed a facade enhancement 
to the front entry area that included the construction 
of new stucco columns, bands and soffit areas in 
order to give the property a completely new look.       

CPS addressed the lack of flashings in the structure, by installing new   
 metal flashings at many of the decorative columns around the  property, as well  
 as at the floor to wall joints of the suite balconies.

Removal and replacement of the sealant systems throughout the property  
 was another major aspect of this project.  The sealant was replaced in its  
 entirety in the following areas: window perimeters; sliding glass door   
 perimeters; floor to wall junctures; and expansion joints.

CPS also performed extensive stucco, cornerbead, and framing repairs.
The scope of work called for the application of a urethane deck system to  

 the most exposed balcony decks and application of paint coating systems  
 to the walls, ceilings, mansard roofs, and handrails.

Saint Leo University, San Antonio FL
At St. Leo University, CPS was contacted for the recoating of multiple dormi-
tory and administration buildings.  In order to perform the recoating, CPS had to 
thoroughly clean the different substrates by high-pressure washing to remove 
the excessive build-up of mildew, salts and other surface contaminants. CPS 
took great care to protect the historic sandstone facade to prevent any damage 
during the cleaning process. Due to the deterioration of the existing sealant sys-
tems, replacement of all window perimeter sealant, expansion joint sealant, and 
control joint sealant was necessary.  CPS then performed minor stucco repairs 
before the application of an acrylic paint system to the walls and ceilings.  CPS 
was also required to custom stain the decorative wood trim.  

First Union Commercial Building, Clearwater FL
The management of this very busy commercial building required 
our crews to work flexible hours in order to not disturb the tenants 
and customers during regular business hours.  The recoating of 
the EIFS of this building required extensive surface preparation, 
substrate repair, sealant replacement, and cleaning of the barrel 
tile roofs. CPS then applied a weatherproof acrylic coating to the 
entire building.  The work was completed with the use of multiple 
hi-lifts.

Oceans 4 Condominium, Daytona Beach Shores FL
This extremely complex restoration project was performed in conjunc-
tion with a structural engineering firm.  CPS was first required to re-
move the existing wall coatings in order to achieve a substrate suitable 
for recoating due to the delamination of the different layers of paint.  
This was accomplished by hydro-blasting.  CPS mechanically removed 
the floor coatings in their entirety.  A further evaluation of the building 
revealed that a substantial amount of structural repair work would be 
necessary, which included balcony deck concrete repairs, post tension 
cable repairs and post tension cable replacements.  In addition, CPS 
replaced many of the existing windows with new high-impact windows.   
The scope of work also required replacement of the sealant systems, 
including all control joints, expansion joints, window perimeters, slid-
ing glass door perimeters, and floor to wall joints.  To complete the 
weatherproof system, CPS applied silicone-modified paint coatings to 
the walls and applied a urethane deck system to all the balcony floors.  
All work was completed from the exterior of the building by the use of 
swing stages.



Lido Ambassador, Lido Beach FL
CPS worked with a structural engineering firm to repair and 
waterproof the walkway surfaces of the building.  During 
this project we removed the carpet and glue from the walk-
ways.  CPS then performed structural concrete repairs as 
necessary to the deteriorating areas, including much of the 
exposed slab edges.  CPS sloped the walkways to provide 
proper water drainage and then applied waterproofing to 
the deck surfaces.  CPS also replaced the handrails and 
the stairwell doors and installed new tile flooring over the 
walkway waterproofing.

 

Minorca Condominiums, New Smyrna Beach FL
Minorca Condominiums is a new construction project that 
entails a complex of high-end mid-rise buildings.  CPS provided 
subcontractor services on this project for the developer.  Our 
scope of work included application of a waterproof urethane 
deck coating to the walkway and balcony floors before the 
installation of tile.  CPS also installed new urethane sealant at 
all floor-to-wall junctures, railing post base perimeters, and at all 
through-wall penetrations.  All work was completed in accor-
dance with the strict scheduling timelines that were required by 
the developer.

Crabby Bills, Tampa FL
Formerly a Damon’s Restaurant as part of the Radisson Bay Harbor Hotel, CPS constructed this popular restaurant addition in early 
2004.  The painting schemes throughout the interior and exterior of this project, further showcases our versatility of working within 
the various business sectors.



South Garden IV, Belleair FL
At South Garden IV, CPS completed some minor 
concrete restoration work on the balcony floors, 
as well as miscellaneous sheer wall stucco re-
pairs. After the restoration work was completed, 
CPS pressure washed the substrate before 
applying an elastomeric coating system to the 
building walls and an acrylic coating system to 
the ceilings.  CPS then applied Direct to Metal 
coating systems to all doors and handrails. Dur-
ing a separate project, CPS completed resto-
ration and waterproofing of various sundeck 
planters.

Don CeSar Beach Resort and Spa, 
Saint Petersburg Beach FL
Located on the Gulf of Mexico, this historic hotel 
has served many purposes since being built in 
1928.  From an opulent Roaring 20’s hotel to a 
World War II hospital, the Don Cesar Resort & 
Spa has undergone several transformations be-
fore becoming the four star hotel it is today.  

CPS has maintained the building envelope with 
waterproofing and painting for over the last five 
years.  Work at this four star resort is always 
strategically planned around the many weddings 
and functions that have been a focal point at the 
Don CeSar.

Marriott Westshore, Tampa FL
This precast-stone high rise building is located 
near Tampa International Airport, FL.  CPS 
worked in conjunction with a waterproofing 
consulting firm in order to provide the property 
with a solution to the water intrusion problems 
they had been dealing with for some time.  The 
scope of work for this project included replace-
ment of all sealants, installation of silicone 
extrusions to all flashing joints, replacement of a 
failed EIFS wall area with a new framed/stucco 
wall, application of a urethane deck system to 
the balcony decks, and application of elasto-
meric weatherproof coatings.
